From 1984 - 1987 she got a three-year research grant from the Swiss Society of Social Ethics
enabled her to study the bioethics scene of the USA as a visiting scholar. Her dissertation on
human genetics in the context of modern society deals with the different ethical questions as for
example genetic testing in the workplace. Today she is the head of the interdisciplinary institute of
ethics in health care, Dialog Ethics. Together with an interdisciplinary group of physicians, nurses,
lawyers, economists, philosophers and theologians she founded the institute in 1999. Moreover, she
is member of the Swiss National Ethics Committee and of the Cantonal Ethics Committee of Zurich.
At the University Hospital of Zurich and several other hospitals she is leading interdisciplinary
groups, so called “Ethics-Forums”, which she also conceptualized. She trains the medical teams in
their own ethical decision-making capacity and develops and implements together with the teams
ethical frameworks and structures that they apply on their own in actual decision-making situations.
Together with her groups she got several awards for her work. She published different books and
articles on medical and clinical ethics.
